JOB SPECIFICATION

Superleague Team Coach

If successful, the applicant will work with the selected Super league team manager and will report to and be responsible to the Committee of BIPHA Wales.

The post requires the successful applicant to be a correctly paid up member of the BIPHA and possess an appropriate coaching qualification or relevant experience and CRB clearance. 

The Coach is to conduct selection trial at a centrally located venue for appropriately aged  players, who in turn will be correctly paid up members of any club affiliated to the BIPHA Wales.
A selection panel of no more than 7 persons will be assembled by the REC in consultation with the Super league co-ordinator and comprising of suitably qualified and experienced  persons/coaches who have no vested interest in individual selection and  are fully paid up members of the region.

The Chairman reserves the right to be present during all selections

The appointed selection panel will select a number of potential team members in consultation with the coach who will conduct appropriate training sessions with the objective of assembling the best available team within the stated age group, to win matches in such a manner as to bring credit to the Principality, the sport and to all those individually and collectively involved in those matches. 

The team coach will advise the team manager of (up to) eighteen players names to be placed on the squad sheet, for submission to the BIPHA National Executive Committee (NEC) within any time scale determined by the NEC, prior to any individual Super league event. 

The team coach will advise the manager of the named players who will travel to the event and subsequently select up to fourteen players to be submitted as a bench team for any individual match. The Team Coach will select appropriate Captains and Assistant Captains.
The Manager will inform both the REC and Super league co-coordinator of the final selection for each tournament
The team coach will be responsible, assisted where appropriate by the team manager, and chaperones, for discipline within the team.
The Coach shall report back all activities concerning Superleague to the Superleague Co-ordinator who will keep the REC members up to date of progress and activity  of all age groups.
